The test will be bilingual (Italian and English) and will consist in a multiple-choice
quiz, to assess the candidates’ knowledge of communication theory, computer
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science, marketing, statistics and current events.

The admission exam answers are scored as follows:

e 1 point for each correct answer;
e 0 points for each wrong or not given answer.

The ranking list will also be formulated on the basis of the degree mark (for graduate
candidates) and the grade point average (for graduands candidates).

Specifically, the ranking will be calculated as follows:
e Degree mark/grade point average: 40%
e Communication theory: 25%
e Computer science: 10%
e Marketing: 10%
e Statistics: 10%
e Current events: 5%

In the event of equal score point, priority is given to the candidate with the better
score in the test. In the event of further equality, priority is given to the younger one.

During the test, candidates must not use books, manuscripts, handwritten notes,
calculators, smartphones or any said device at the beginning of the exam, except for
the personalized supports for candidates with invalidity, disability or with SLD.

The academic board and the supervisory staff will supervise observance of the
abovementioned rules and have the right to adopt the necessary measures resulting
from their non-observance.
